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Toyota Hybrid System
Introduction
The Toyota Hybrid system combines gasoline engine and electric
motor power to improve fuel economy and minimise the emissions,
as well as to provide better power performance than ordinary
gasoline-powered vehicles. Depending on the driving conditions, the
vehicle runs on the best combination of:

¥ Gasoline engine power
¥ Electric motor power generated by the gasoline engine
¥ Electric motor power supplied by the hybrid vehicle battery
Since the battery is charged by the gasoline engine as needed, it
does not require charging from the outside like an electric vehicle.

When starting or reversing , the
vehicle runs on electric power
from Hybrid vehicle battery.

During normal driving on fast
roads, the vehicle runs mainly on
engine power. However, in slow
moving traffic the petrol engine
will switch off and the Prius will
run on mainly the electric motor.

When driving at full throttle ,
electric power is further applied
from the Hybrid vehicle battery.
Vehicle performance improves.

When decreasing speed or
applying the brakes , additional
electricity is stored in the Hybrid
vehicle battery (regenerative
braking).

When stopping , the petrol engine
automatically shuts off.

Charging Hybrid vehicle battery
When the Hybrid vehicle battery
power is insufficient, the petrol
engine charges the Hybrid vehicle
battery.

Operating conditions
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Starting and stopping the hybrid system

Your vehicle is equipped with push button start. The hybrid
system will start automatically by pressing the "POWER" switch
briefly with the brake pedal depressed.

To stop the hybrid system, press the "POWER" switch once more
with the brake pedal depressed.

1. Insert the key in the key slot
2. Press the "POWER" switch

briefly with the brake pedal
depressed.

In case of accident

If you are involved in an
accident, follow these
precautions:
¥ Move the vehicle to a 

safe place and perform 
the following to reduce 
the risk of high voltage
electricity leakage:
1. Depress the brake

pedal and apply the
parking brake.

2. Press the "P" position
switch and stop the
hybrid system

3. If the key is inserted
into the key slot,
remove it.

1. Never touch any high voltage part (hybrid vehicle
battery assembly, etc.) or cables (orange colour)
connecting these parts as you may get an electric
shock.

2. Never touch any fluids leaking from or into the vehicle.
If any fluids get onto your skin or eyes, wash off
immediately and get medical attention in order to help
avoiding serious injury.

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Lock system
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Your key number is shown on
the plate. If you should lose
your keys or if you need
additional keys, duplicates can
be made using the key number.

The hybrid vehicle immobiliser
system is a theft prevention
system. The hybrid system will
start, only when the electronic
code in the chip inside the key
corresponds to the registered
ID code for the vehicle.

Your vehicle has a wireless
remote control system that can
lock or unlock all the side doors
and back door from a distance
within approximately 1m (3ft.)
of the vehicle.
To lock and unlock all the doors
push the switches of the key
slowly and securely.

Double Locking
Your Prius has high security
double locks. To double lock
the doors, push the lock button
on the key twice.

International Security Register
Your new Prius has a unique
number etched into all window
glass. The ISR operates a 24
hour service which can provide
peace of mind for your
purchase.

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Seats and seat belts
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Seats
Adjusting front seats:
1. Seat position adjusting lever

Hold the centre of the lever and
pull it up. Then slide the seat to
the desired position with slight
body pressure and release the
lever.

2. Drivers seat height adjusting
lever
(DriverÕs seat only). Pull up or push
down the lever.

3. Seatback angle adjusting lever
Lean forward and pull the lever up.
Then lean back to the desired
angle and release the lever.

60:40 split folding rear seat:
Lower the head restraints to the lowest
position. Push down the lock release
button and fold the seatback down. 

Seat belts
Adjust the seat as needed (front seats
only) and sit up straight and well
back in the seat. To fasten your belt,
pull it out of the retractor and insert
the tab into the buckle. 
You will hear a click when the tab
locks into the buckle.The seatbelt
length automatically adjusts to your
size and the seat position.
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Bonnet and fuel
tank opening

Bonnet
To open the bonnet:
1. Pull the bonnet lock

release lever.  The bonnet
will spring up slightly.

2. In front of the vehicle,
pull up the auxilliary
catch lever and lift the
bonnet.

3. Hold the bonnet open by
inserting the supporting
rod into the slot.

Fuel tank cap
1. To open the fuel filler

door, pull the lever up.
When refuelling, turn off
the hybrid system.

2. To remove the fuel tank
cap, turn the cap slowly
counterclockwise, then
pause slightly before
removing it.  After
removing the cap, hang it
on the cap hanger.  The
fuel filler is located on the
passenger side of the
vehicle.

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Lights and wipers

Headlights

To turn on the following lights:
twist the headlight/turn signal
lever knob.
Position 1: Parking, rear, number
plate and instrument panel lights
Position 2: Headlights and all of
the above.

High-low beams
For high beams, turn the
headlights on and push the lever
away from you (position 1).  Pull
the lever towards you (position 2)
for low beams.
Flashing the high beam
headlights (position 3) - Pull the
lever all the way back. The high
beam headlights turn off when
you release the lever.

Windscreen wipers and washer
To turn on the windscreen wipers:
move the lever to the desired
setting.
The key must be in the ÔONÕ
position.
Position 1: Intermittent (with
variable interval setting)
Position 2: Slow
Position 3: Fast
To spray washer fluid, pull the
lever towards you and release it.

Rear window wiper and washer
To turn on the rear window
wiper, twist the lever knob
upward.
The hybrid system must be in the
"IG-ON" mode.
Position 1: Intermittent
Position 2: Normal
To spray washer fluid on the rear
window, twist the knob upward
or downward as far as it will go
(position 3 or 4). The knob
automatically returns from these
positions after you release it.

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Power windows

Operating the passengersÕ
windows

Operating the driverÕs window
Use the switch on the driverÕs door.
Normal operation: The window
moves as long as you hold the
switch.
To open: Lightly push down the
switch.
To close: Lightly pull up the switch.
Automatic operation: Push the
switch completely down or pull it
completely up, and then release it.
The window will fully open or
close. To stop the window partway,
lightly move the switch in the
opposite direction and then release
it. The driverÕs window will also
close via a one-touch operation but
has a built in anti-trap facility,
where it will automatically retract if
it detects a foreign subject
ÔtrappedÕ between the window and
door frame.

Use the switch on each passengerÕs
door or the switches on the driverÕs
door that control each passengerÔs
window.
The window moves as long as you
hold the switch.
To open: Push down the switch
To close: Pull up the switch.

The windows can be operated
with the switch on each door. 
The power windows work
when the "IG-ON" mode is
enabled.
